The Arizona Central West Zone Incident Management Team assumed command of the Osha Fire on the Camino Real Ranger District of the Carson National Forest at 6:00 p.m. on Friday, June 3, 2011.
Due to high winds Friday afternoon, the use of helicopters and air tankers was suspended on the Osha Fire.  Crews continued working on the fire all day, digging line to establish an anchor, a secure section of line from which containment of the fire can be established. A line was completed on the south and west perimeter with hand crews using direct attack, hand line digging at the fire’s edge.
A significant weather change is forecasted over the next few days which will consist of some moisture build up at upper atmospheric levels with a chance of thunderstorms and dry lightning.  Winds are expected to decrease and nighttime humidity will rise, however the atmosphere will remain largely unstable.

Fire behavior for Saturday is expected to be moderate to active.  Tree top torching and up slope runs will continue, particularly on the northeast edge of the fire. 
Crews will continue to improve and hold the fire line, mop up and patrol for hot spots fifty feet into the interior on the south and west flanks of the fire.  Firefighters working the north and east flanks of the fire will dig line, using natural fire breaks such as rock faces where available in the rough terrain.  Structure protection around the private property east and west of the fire will continue.
