As the firelines on the Osha Fire held secure, firefighters continued to mop-up and patrol the perimeter today.  Other crews continued to locate and recover equipment.  Rehabilitation of firelines is continuing where appropriate.

Fire behavior for tomorrow is expected to be minimal as firefighters continue mop-up and rehabilitation efforts.  Fire related traffic will continue around the fire and in the community.  Please be alert and drive safely.  The Forest closure continues to be in effect for the restricted areas surrounding the fire, including all Forest Service roads and developments including campsites and parking areas.
